The Freestyle Unlimited and Bowhunter Freestyle Unlimited classes allow mechanical releases. Freestyle Limited and Bowhunter Freestyle Limited classes prohibit mechanical
releases and use "finger" release. If the Limited class has fewer than two competitors, they may be combined with the Unlimited at the competitors' discretion.

Order of Shooting:
Only one round will be shot each day. There will be no break in shooting for lunch or any non-emergency reason. Each round is a separate tournament and is scored separately.

3D round will be a one-arrow, unmarked yardage shoot
28 Target Field round is 4 arrows, 28 marked yardage targets. Scoring will be in accordance with the NFAA rules in existence at the time of the tournament.
